DESCENDANTS OF BARNET BONAR (I)

Barnet Bonar was an Emigrant from Scotland (or North Ireland?) to America. Roman Numerals
are used in this lineage to indicate the generations begimning with Barnet (I) as CGenera-
tion I; his Children, Generation II; his Grandchildren, Generation III; and so on.

"There are few older or more representative families in Washington County (Pennsylvania) than
that of Bonar. There were four brothers of the name who came to what is’'now Donegal Township as
early as 1770. They found the Indians so hostile that they left Washington County, several go-
ing to Maryland, and they did not return and secure their patents for government land until
1775. /They resettled about 1775; surveys made in 1785; patents granted in 1786L7 One of these
ploneers was Barnet Bonar who was born in Scotland in 1695. His son, William Bonar, and three
other sons accompanied him. They secured 1,200 acres of land, a part of which has ever since
remained in the possession of the family."—History of Washington County, Pa, by Crumrine.

"Barnet Bonar emigrated from near Edinborough, Scotland, to America in 1740 and settled in
Maryland near Havre de Grace. He had a family of six sons and five daughters. In 1774 heagain
moved and settled with his family on a tract of land 1200 A near Coon Island, Washington County,
Pernsylvania; and there died and is buried in the Presbyterian Church Yard at West Alexander,
Pa, where also his son William and grandson Barnet are buried."—Dr Caroline M McGill.

"Barnet Bonar born 1695 near Edinburgh, Scotland. Came to America, in 1733 (Emigrant) %o
Charleston, South Carolina. Buried in the Presbyterian Church Yard in West Alexander, Pa (on
the National Pike Highway.) Some accounts say his (Barnet, 1695) father was William Bonar, who
settled near Belfast Hand, Ireland, and his grandfather was Barnet, lived near Edinborrough,
Scotland."—Glemnna (Bonar) Baker, as quoted in notes of GLB and EBW.

"Barnet Bonar emigrated from Edinburgh (from N, Ireland) Scotland with a family in 1735 and
settled near Havre de Brace, Maryland, removed thence in 1774 to near West Alexandria, Pa, and
settled on a 1200-acre tract of land..."—records of George W and Eliza (Bonar) McConnell.

"Rev William Bonar's father Barnet, his grandfather William Bonar, his great-grandfather,
Barnet Bonar [Emigran§7, with wives and many of their children are all buried in the Presbyter-
ian Church Yard at West Alexander, Pa."—Rev Tom Lester for Church Centennial of 1890.

"Barnet Bonar was born in 1695 in Scotland near Edinburg. His father's name was William,
his Grandfather was Barnet. He came to America in 1740. His children were William, Barnet,
Charles, James, Matthew, David and Catherine. William, Barnet and Charles were in the Revolu-
tionary War. The government of the U. S. gave the three a parcel of land on Coon Island, Pa.,
for services in the war."—Memoirs of Matthew Scott Bonar - see page 472 of this Genealogy.

"I visited the old Bonar homestead at Coon Island many years ago ... In 1930 Aunt Sarah
(Modes) Bonar told me a story about how the first Barnet Bonar happened to come to America. It
seems that he, his widowed mother, and two brothers were living on a rented piece of land a
short way from Edinborough. It seems one day while walking back from Edinborough, Barnet met
an English tax collector leading the only thing the Bonars really owned, namely, a heifer cow.
It seems as tho the English landlord who owned the property had refused to pay the taxes, so
the tax collector took the only thing he could off the farm. The result of this meeting be-
tween Barnet and this tax collector, Barnet Zﬁérnet by force somehow repossessed their coy7...
As a result Barnet took the heifer into Edinborough and sold it for enough money to get the
first ship out. After he had settled in Havre de Grace he sent for his two brothers and his
mother to come over. How much of this story is actual fact, I do not know. I do not know when
the first Barnet died nor the name of his wife."—Letter dated April 6, 1969 from Robert Mc-
Intyre Bonar, Inglewood, Calif, to me.

Above are the traditions concerning Barnet Bonar. I have heard similar traditions applied to
William Bonar (I), the subject of pages 3—21, Part One of this Genealogy. Some descendants of
William Bonar (I) have said that William and Barnet were brothers, but I have no confirmation.

T BARNET BONAR, b 1695, in Scotland (or Ireland?), is said to have come to America 1733/40.
The name of his wife is not at hand. It is said that they had six sons and four (or five?)
daughters. An abstract of a Washington County (Penna) deed says: "Barnet Bonnar, Sr, and his
wife, Ann, gave a tract of land named "Plenty" on the waters of Buffalo Creek, to James Bonnarj
from a patent of 328 acres dated 1st March, 1786, selling 136 acres." If this deed refers to
the first Barnet Bonar then the wife!'s first name was Ann. (Abstract sent to Rev James A M Han-
na by Mrs Vaughn Curry; date of deed not given.) Copies of original surveys for Barnet Bonar
and his sons are at the Land Office Bureau, Dept of Interior, Harrisburg, Pa, and may be obtain-
ed for a nominal sum. See map of surveys on preceding page. If the above deed and the patent
refer to the first Barnet Bonar it indicates that he lived to an advanced age; if 1695 is cor-—
rect for his birthdate, he would be about 91 years old in 1786. No death date is given for the
first Barnet Bonar (who is referred to as Barnet Bonar (I) in this genealogy) in any of the rec-
ords that we have received; neither have we documentation on his birthdate, except as it appears
in Dr McGill's and Mrs Baker's records. Several records say he is bur in Presbyterian Church
Cemetery, West Alexander, Pa.

OATH OF ALLEGIANGE TO THE COMMONWEALTH OF VIRGINIA
I,AB do swear that I renounce and Refuse all Allegiance to George the Third King of Great Brit—
ain his heirs and Successors and that I will be Faithful and bear true Allegiance to the Common-
wealth of Virginia as a Free and Independent State and that I will not at any time do or cause
to be done any Matter or thing that will be prejuditiall or Injurious to the Freedom and Inde-
pendence thereof as declared by Congress. And Also that I will discover and make known to Some
one Justice of the Peace for the said state all treasons or traitorous Conspiracies which I now
or hereafter shall know to be Formed against this or any of the United States of America, so
help me God. On a "List of those that hath taken the Oath of Allegiance to the Commonwealth of
Virginia" in October 1777 were the names of Barnett Boner, Charles Boner, William Boner, and
Matthew Boner. This list was certified by Thomas Waller on March 2, 1778. This list appears
in a time-worn record book of Ohio County, Virginia; it establishes an official proof of settle-
ment in this vicinity at or before the years 1777-8 for families that still have numerous de-
scendants in this area. Ohio County, as then bounded, extended from Cross creek on the north
to the mouth of Middle Island creek on the south, and from the Ohio river eastward so as to in-
clude the present tovmships of Hopewell, Independence, Buffalo, Blaine, Donegal, East and West
Finley, and parts of Canton and Franklin in Washington Co, Paj; also about the western one-third
of Greene Co; and including the present Wetzel Co and considerable portions of Tyler, Marion
and Monongalia, and perhaps parts of other counties in W Va. However, it may be assumed as
true that most of the inhabitants whose names are given were residents of the present Panhandle
and of the portions of the Pennsylvania counties just mentioned.--Extracts from "Greater Wheel-
ing and Vicinity," pages 61 to 71. The Bonars listed above are of the Family of Barnet (1).
This 1list appears in Pennsylvania Archives, Series 3, Volume 26, Page 537. All descendants of
the above four named Signers of the Oath of Allegiance are eligible for membership in the DAR
because their ancestor signed this Oath; some, perhaps all, also had active war service.

Finley Township 1793 Barnet Bonar, Charles Bonar, William Bonar® (Finley Township was formed
from Donegal Township after 1786).

Donegal Township 1785 James Browner, single freeman.® Not sure who he is.

The 1781 Tax Lists for Washington County (not given here) may be found in Pemnsylvania Ar-
chives, Series 3, Vol 22, The name Bonar has been spelled in a number of different ways.
#The above names in the Tax Lists refer to the Family of Barnet Bonar (I). There were other
Bonars living at this time in what is now Greene County (then was Washington) whose connection

(if any) is not documented; they may have been related to Barnet Bonar. _/man.
They were: Greene Township 1784 John Bonner, single free-
Cumberland Township 1793 William Boner Greene Township 1793 John Bower,single freeman.

Data: Washington County formed 1781; Greene County formed 1796, County lines and Township
lines changed often in the early days. A genealogical map of the Counties of Pennsylvania ap-
pears elsewhere in this genealogy. Although a family may live in one County or Township one
year they may be listed in another County or Township a following year, yet still be living on
the same farm and in the same cabin. A single freeman was an unmarried person over 21 years of
age. Some persons paid taxes on real estate; others may have had only a personal estate.

THE FEDERAL CENSUS OF 1790 FCR WASHINGTON COUNTY, PENNSYLVANIA
Charles Boner, William Boner, also another William Boner; these would be heads of households.
Charles and William Boner were sons of Barnet Bonar; his other sons are not listed in 1790.
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@ 11 WILLIAM BONAR (son of Barnmet Bonar I), b July 9, 1740 in Scotland (or Ireland), d May
9, 1814, Washington Co, Pa, m in 1770 to Sarah McElliott (or McElwrath), b 1750 in County Derry,
Ireland, d Oct 12, 1838, Washington Co, Pa; both are bur in the Presbyterian Churchyard, West
Alexander, Pa, They had 7 daughters and 1 son - the son was named Barnet, and is referred to
in this genealogy as Barnet III. (His uncle, a brother to William above, is referred to as
Barnet II - they are given these designations to avoid confusion of persons with the same given
names.) William Bonar emigrated to America with the family of his father; later he migrated
with his family, and other relatives to Washington County, Pennsylvania. One of the McConnell
papers stating that William and Sarah were married in 1775 does not seem to be correct. The
date of 1770 as given by Dr MeGill would seem to be correct since they had about three children
before 1775. Glenna Bonar Baker also gives the date of marriage as 1770,

"Sarah McElliott when but 16 years old in company with two sisters and one brother landed at
Philadelphia, Pa. The brother afterwards became a soldier under Washington on the opening of
the Revolutionary War. Her grandfather fought with William III House of Orange at the battle
of Boyne. Sarah married William Bonar and they were piloneers west of the Alleghenies, where
Indians were troublesome especially during the war. They raised a family of seven daughters
and one son, Barnet, who, when a babe was saved from Indian Massacre by his mother carrying him
fleeing to the Fort near Tri_delphia, W Va, where the family and other settlers had preceeded
her."--Letter to Dr MeGill from Lillian Batchelder. William Bonar was one of the sons reported
to have come with his father to what is now Donegal Township; due to Indian hostilities they
left -~ but returned in about five years to make settlements.

A survey for William Bonar called "Peace" containing 375 Acres and 118 Poles was made on Aug
11, 1785, on a Virginia Certificate; he received his Patent, November 13, 1786, on Warrant to
accept dated Nov 10, 1786, His patent was joined on the southwest by "Quarrel" patented by
Charles Bonar, and on the northeast by "Plenty" patented by Barney Bonar (The surname is spell-
ed Bonner on the surveys and patents as shown on the map.) A patent to James Stephenson joined
William on the northwest. May this be James Stephenson who married Catherine, a sister to Wil-
liam Bonar? William Bonar was of Scotch-Irish descent. On Jan 28, 1797, he purchased one
hundred and sixty acres of land of Charles Bonar, a part of the three hundred and seventy-five
acre tract called "Quarrel" for which Charles Bonar received a patent in 1786, See Tax lists
for Washington County on previous page. William and his family are listed in the Federal Cen-
sus for Washington Co, Pa: 1 free white male 16 years and upwards, 1 free white male under 16
years, 8 free white females.

William Bonar signed the Oath of Allegiance in October 1777. It appears certain that Wil-
liam Bonar served actively during the Revolutionary War. Clara Bradford Kimble, a descendant
of William states that her ancestor served as private in Capt. Samuel Hayes' company, Cumber-
land troops. He died, 1814, in Washington County Pa. (The Roll of Capt Samuel Hay's Company,
Seventh Pennsylvania, Continental Line is in Penna Archives, Series Five,Vol III, Pgs 276-7.)
Glenna Bonar Baker recorded that the above"William Bonar served in Capt Benj Stites Co, 1-4-—
1784, (Pa Archives, Series Six, Vol 2, P 30) - !'Provence of Pensysvaniea Worshenton Co, Morgan
township attend list of this destrick.! Capt Benjamin Stites Company. Private 1st Class Wil-
liam Bonner, January 4, 1784 ." She also gives "Residence Cumberland Township, 1781 (Pa Arch,
Ser __, Vol 22, P 72)." May this second record apply to the William Bonar (not the subject of
our sketch) who is found on the CumberlandTp 1793 Tax List, 1790 Census of Cumberland Twp, and
on the list at Fort Jackson in 1789 rather than William Bonar, son of Barnet Bonar (I)? Cumber-
land Township is now in Greene County, Pa. We have also this record: "Pennsylvania Militia,
1782--First Battalion, Washington County: recruited Morgan Township (now Greene County); Benja-
min Stites, Captain; Privates...William Bonar... Many other muster rolls are available to show
that these men, located in Greene County borders, served for varying periods of time. Others
1living across the present County lines also were in this Company /names not listeg7. Reference
Penna Archives, Series VI, Vol 2, pp 20-21; pp 253, etc." We need confirmation as to whichWil-
liam Bonar served in Capt Stites! Company. All descendants of William Bonar and his wife,Sarah
(McElliott) Bonar are eligible for membership in the D A R and the S A R; his Oath of Allegi-~
ance is in Penna Archives, Series 3, Vol 26, Page 537, according to Mrs Baker's record.

THE WILL OF WILLIAM BONAR OF WASHINGTON COUNTY, PENNSYLVANTA
Will Book 2, Page L4L76. The fourth day of March in the year of our Lord One Thousand Eight Hun-
dred and Fourteen, I, William Bonar, of Finley Township, Washington County and the commonwealth
of Pennsylvania being weak of body but of perfect mind and memory, thanks be to God, calling to
mind the mortality of the body and that it is appointed for all men to die, do make this my
last will and testament.

First, I do recommend my soul to God and my body to the earth to be buried in a Christ like
manner at the descretion of my executor, nothing doubting but at the resur_ection and general
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judgment, I shall receive the same again by the mighty po_er of God and t_uching such world y
estate as it hath pleased God to bless me with, I ordain and dispose of it in the following
manner. First, I order my funeral charges and my just debts Lo be discharged and paid out of
my estate. Secondly, I do bequeath, unto my well beloved wife Sarah all my estate during her
natural 1life for her maintainance and a young mare to be at her disposal, she likewise to have
the house and place for her use where I now life. Thirdly, T do bequeath to my son Barnet at
the decease of my said wife Four dollars as his share. Fourthly, I do bequeath to my daughters
Anne, Margaret, Mary and Sarah, twenty dollars each out of my estate at my wifet's death the re-
mainder to be divided equally among the whole of my daughters (to wit) Isobel, Anne, Margaret,
Sarah, Catherine and Martha., Fifthly, My clothes I do bequeath unto my two grandsons, William
Boals Zﬁbwles, Boles, Boyles, in other record§7 and William Greenslee to be divided equally be-
tween them at my death.

I do constitute and appoint Thomas Byers and Robert Stephenson to be my sole executors of
this my last will and testament, publishing and declaring it to be my last will and testament

the day and year above written.

His face was marked
by stern lines, strength and decision, but within was a heart tender as a child, all loved him,
These four Elders, Bonar, McDonald, Oldham and Carson whose steps were so quiet and demeanor so
solemn (they seem present to me now) have also entered into rest.'"--written by Rev Tom Lester
for Centennial of 1890, A picture of Barnet Bonar, with six other Ruling Elders, West Alexand-
er, appears in "The Presbytery of Washington, 1818-1888." See page 483, 1820 Census for Barnet.
